CARTOONIVERSITY:  A unique opportunity to work with 

professional Cartoonist, Jeff Johnson from the Seattle area learning 

the basic elements of cartooning: character development, expressions, 

action, movement, layout, exaggeration, etc. through a series of fun, 

creative projects in a positive, encouraging environment. 

 

PLAYING WITH DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHS: Would you like to 

change the look of bad photos, learn to crop them or create new 

images from them? Creatively change photographs with Photoshop 

Elements and learn to create your own PowerPoint show of your 

photos. Your guide to this digital world is Don Watson. Digital 

Photography has long been his passion and hobby. He will help you 

through the digital maze and you’ll have fun doing it. 

 

CREATIVE DRAWING AND PAINTING: Learn to draw and paint 

landscapes, seascapes and all kinds of animals with great success. You 

will create with lots of color and discover how to compose a painting, 

working with a variety of materials including charcoal, chalks, 

watercolor and acrylics. Your original painting will be mounted for 

gifts. Art teacher, Barbara Irvine, loves to paint to music and has 

enjoyed teaching art to lots of great kids. 

 

FUN WITH FIMO!:  What is FIMO? A polymer clay that you will 

learn to shape, roll, and sculpt into beads, jewelry, or sculptures.  This 

colorful sculpting material does not dry out until you bake it allowing 

you to change your creation until you are happy with your design.  

Create the most unique beads with color and texture, flowers, charms 

or whatever "WOW" idea your imagination creates.  Learn how to mix 

FIMO to look like a real stone making wishing stone jewelry!  Rings, 

bracelets, bottle cap necklaces, mirrors, and treasure tins are just some 

ideas you will explore.   You'll learn to design your own "one of a 

kind" pieces with the guidance of artist Deborah Loy. 

 

SCRATCHBOARD ART:  Bob Brunn will teach you the method to 

engrave your own design in a Scratchboard to reveal your picture, 

resembling a beautiful etching. 

 

JEWELRY DESIGN:  Learn design basics and how to use your 

imagination to create some amazing things like necklaces, earrings, 

bracelets and much more. Make these beautiful creations with glass, 

silver, shells, paper and fresh water pearls. Sharing and designing 

ideas with guidance from Jan Hallmark. 

 

MUD WORKS!:  Instructor, Carol Uptagrafft, will help you get 

your hands dirty! Learn pinch, slab and coil methods while working on 

hand built projects. Learn glazing techniques and tiles too. 

 

ORIGAMI-FOLDING PAPER INTO ART: Would you like to 

learn to make a work of art with just a single piece of paper? With 

instructor Kelsey Cordes-Snyder, you will be taught how to fold 

basic objects that are both decorative and functional. Make animals, 

flowers, hanging origami ornaments and your own origami box light 

strand. Come Join the fun and discover the Japanese art of paper 

folding.

PAPIER MACHE SCULPTURES OR STAND-UP 3-D 

SCULPTURES: Build an animal, a giant cheeseburger or make up 

your own animal instead. Build the framework and create with Papier 

Mache and then paint with bright colors of tempera. Then sit back and 

smile as people marvel at your unique sculpture. OR make a stand-up 

sculpture that is a 3-D painting seen from both sides. Liz Mowrey 

encourages creativity! 

 

SPLASH, DIP, SQUIRT...PAINTED FLOORCOVERINGS:  

Create the most unique "rug" for your room with canvas and 

paint.  Paint with a brush or become Jackson Pollack and squirt your 

design!  Make a piece to cover your wall or walk upon.  Let your 

imagination run wild and explore new application techniques.  Learn 

to express yourself by creating your design with stencils, patterns, 

brushes, rollers and squirt bottles.  Discover your style by learning a 

variety of different ways paint can go on canvas.  The finishing gloss 

makes your creation durable enough to be walked upon. Artist 

Deborah Loy will help your designs and imagination become alive!
